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	Understanding Request to Exit (REX) Sensors and Sensor Switches
It’s no wonder that a lot of installers are confused about the difference between a REX Sensor, a Request to Exit Sensor Switch and a ‘Touchless’ Switch - when all three devices typically use Infrared technology and some equipment manufacturers unknowingly confuse the terms in their promotional materials. 

Request to Exit (REX) Sensor
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Description: Specialized motion detector, typically utilizing passive infrared technology. Distinguished from standard PIR motion detectors by unique shape, detection pattern (projecting just in front of the door) and quick response. 

Application: Installed above exit doors as part of access control systems to automatically bypass an alarm when occupant exits a building. May also be wired to disable/open electric locks (mag. lock, strike or lockset) where required by building codes (known as ‘without prior knowledge’).

Sensor Switch

Description: Specialized motion detector, typically utilizing active infrared technology. Designed to be installed as an easy alternative to standard narrow, single and double gang electrical door activation (manual) switches. 

Applications: There are three major applications for sensor switches:

1. ‘Request to Exit’ Switch

Switch is mounted on the wall beside the interior of exit doors to allow building occupants to disable electric locks (mag. lock, strike or lockset) held closed by access control systems. This requires occupants to ‘have prior knowledge’ of the requirement to activate the switch in order to exit the premises. 

2. ADA Compliant Automatic Door Switch

Switch is mounted on the wall (or post) near entry/egress doors and restroom doors, for disabled persons to activate automatic door operators, as required by building codes.

3. ‘Touchless’ Control Switch

Switch is used for other purposes, including the convenient control of service doors and drive-through windows or to eliminate the spread of germs in restrooms or food/pharmaceutical manufacturing facilities.
