16. Match and insert the Back Box Lips into the Slots between the
End Cap Tabs and the End Cap Side Walls. (Figure 4.5)

17. Align the matching screw holes along both sides of the
Column™ Switch to the Back Box.

18. Secure the Column™ Switch to the Back Box with the 4-40 x
3/16" Phillips screws provided.

This should be checked on a daily basis.

3. Strongly recommend to the owner that the complete entry be
inspected annually as per AAADM Guidelines.
